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India pips Sri Lanka to become

New Delhi, India has
surpassed Sri Lanka to
become the world’s second-
largest exporter of tea with
255 million kg of tea exports
in 2024, while Kenya has
retained the top spot,
according to data compiled by
the Tea Board of India.

India’s tea exports touched
a 10-year high at 255 million
kg in 2024 despite the
uncertainties in the global
market triggered by
geopolitical tensions.

The country’s exports shot
up by a robust 10 per cent
during the year from the
corresponding figure of 231.69
million kg recorded in 2023.

The value of India’s
exports jumped by over 15
per cent to Rs 7,111 crore in
2024 from Rs 6,161 crore in
2023 as the prices were also
higher during the year.

There was a sharp
increase in shipments to Iraq,
accounting for 20 per cent of
tea exports, and merchants
are expecting to send 40-50
million kg to the west Asian
country this fiscal, he said.

Indian exporters, who
entered several markets of
west Asia when the Sri Lankan
crop was low, managed to
retain the shipment volumes
there, he said.

India exports tea to more
than 25 countries with the
UAE, Iraq, Iran, Russia, USA
and the UK as its major
markets. India is among the
top five tea exporters in the
world accounting for about 10

world’s 2nd-largest tea exporter
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per cent of total world exports.

India’s Assam, Darjeeling,
and Nilgiri tea are considered
one of the finest in the world.
Most of the tea exported out
of India is black tea which
makes up about 96 per cent
of total exports. The other
varieties include regular tea,
green tea, herbal tea, masala
tea and lemon tea.

India has taken several
steps to boost tea output,
create a niche brand for Indian
tea and to ensure the welfare
of the families associated with
the tea industry.

The Assam Valley and
Cachar are the two tea-
producing regions in Assam.
In West Bengal, Dooars, Terai
and Darjeeling are the three
major tea producer regions.

The southern part of India
produces about 17 per cent of
the country's total output with
the major producing states
being Tamil Nadu, Kerala, and
Karnataka. Small tea growers
are the emerging sector
contributing nearly 52 per

cent of the total produce.

At present there are nearly
2.30 lakh small tea growers
existing in the supply chain.

The Government of India
through the Tea Board has
taken several steps to benefit
this segment. These include
the formation of 352 Self Help
Group (SHG), 440 Farmer
Producer Organisations (FPO)
and 17 Farmer Producer
Companies (FPCs).

Various interactions are
also carried out with STGs for
quality plucking, capacity
building and rush crop
management. Besides,
assistance has been provided
towards procurement of
pruning machines and
mechanical harvesters.

Mini tea factories have also
been set up to encourage
entrepreneurs and
unemployed youth.

The Indian tea Industry
employs 1.16 million workers
directly and an equal number
of people are associated with
it indirectly.

TN teachers’ associations demand probe into
POCSO cases against educators on exam duty

Chennai, The Teachers
Joint Action Committee,
comprising members from
various teachers’
associations, has demanded a
thorough investigation into
recent cases filed under the
POCSO Act against teachers
on exam duty.

The demand follows
multiple incidents, including
the arrest of a 44-year-old
teacher who was on
invigilation duty for the Class
12 public examination in
Krishnagiri. The teacher was
reportedly taken into custody
after a student accused him
of misconduct. However, the
associations claim that some
teachers are being unfairly
accused of harassment simply
for reprimanding students
caught engaging in
malpractice during the
examinations. In response, the
committee has urged the
School Education Department
to install CCTV cameras in all

examination halls for Classes
10, 11, and 12. According to
the associations, the
installation of cameras would
ensure transparency,
safeguard both students and
teachers, and help determine
the facts in such incidents.

R. Srinivasan, State Legal
Secretary of the Tamil Nadu
Headmasters’ Association,
reiterated the importance of
CCTV surveillance.

He said that it would be
unfair if teachers are framed
for misconduct while merely
performing their duty and
added that a proper probe has
to be conducted to ascertain
whether the teachers were

being framed or not.

The Directly Recruited Post
Graduate Teachers’
Association (DRPGTA) also
weighed in, criticising the
arrest in Krishnagiri as unjust
and lacking proper evidence.

It may be recalled that in
another incident reported in
Tirupur, a private school
teacher, Sampath Kumar, was
arrested under the POCSO Act
on March 25.

He was serving as an
invigilator at the government
higher secondary school in
Vengamedu, where students
from both government and
private institutions were
taking their Class 12 final
exam. Reports allege that
Kumar repeatedly inspected
six female students under the
pretext of checking for hidden
cheating materials, leading to
accusations of inappropriate
behaviour. In a separate case
from March 18, Ramesh, a 44-
year-old teacher.

Woman absconds with two bags
worth Rs 1.20 lakh in 15 minutes

Ahmedabad

An incident of theft of
expensive Patan sarees has
come to light in Ahmedabad.
At the opening of a clothing
shop in Sola, a woman, posing
as a customer, stole a Patan
saree worth Rs 90,000 and a
Rajkot saree worth Rs 30,000
in 15 minutes and fled. The
entire incident of this theft has
been captured in the CCTV
installed in the shop. After the
shop owner filed a complaint
in this matter, the police have
started searching for the
accused based on the CCTV
footage.

The theft took place on the
day of the shop's inauguration.

Urviben Patel, who lives in
Akkha Tenement near
Surdhara Circle in Thaltej
area, has filed a complaint
with the Sola police station
against an unknown person
for stealing Rs 1.20 lakh worth
of jewellery. Urviben livesin a
joint family and earns a living
by running a Dhyan Creation
Ladies clothing shop in Vraj
Valentia Building on Science
City Road. She had started a
clothing shop in the name of
Dhyan Creation a few days
ago, which she had
inaugurated. A number of
guests and customers had
come during the inauguration.
Urviben was busy attending to
the guests when an unknown
woman committed the theft.

When the Patolas on the
rack were not visible, the
complainant informed the
family and later Urviben's eyes
fell on the Patolas from Patan
and Rajkot placed on the rack.
Urviben got tense when both
the Patolas disappeared and
immediately informed her
family. Urviben and her

shop inauguration in
Ahmedabad; Search
for accused continues
based on CCTV
husband Alpeshbhai
immediately informed the
police. Urviben Patel has filed
a complaint at the Sola police
station regarding the entire
incident.

Two Patolas in a bag and
absconded in 15 minutes

footage that at the time of the
inauguration of the shop, the
woman came with a white
colored Activa and later
entered the shop on the
pretext of making a purchase.
In the guise of a customer, a
woman of approximately 40 to
45 years old came to the shop
with a scarf tied over her face
and first checked various
dresses. Later, she took out a
black dress and opened it and
kept it in front of her body and
checked it. At this time, she
stole a Patona Patola worth 90
thousand and a Rajkot Patola
worth 30 thousand rupees
lying on the rack with one
hand. Thus, the woman left
with the Activa after putting
two Patolas worth 1.20 lakh
in a bag in just 15 minutes.

The police have started an
investigation based on CCTV
and are shocked to see this
act of the woman. The police
have seized the CCTV camera
and started efforts to arrest
the woman. Was the Activa
that the woman brought stolen
or hers? The police have also
started an investigation into
this matter.

Two days ago, the BIP
office bearers were also
shocked by the scuffle
between Ashish Joshi and
Municipal Commissioner Dilip
Rana over the cleaning of a
drain in the Vadodara
Municipal Corporation general
meeting. After this incident,
the Vadodara city BJP issued
a show cause notice to Ashish
Joshi for indiscipline.

Talking to Ashish Joshi to
know the other reasons for
Divya Bhaskar's notice, he
said, "I have been asked for
an explanation for repeated
disciplinary violations and for
raising my voice in support of
the Congress's proposal in the
Harni Boat incident."

After the accused in the
Harni boat incident was retired
after 11 months, 5 thousand
was deducted from his
pension. In this regard, the
victims feel that we are
rubbing salt in their wounds. I
had to speak to the
commissioner about this
matter too. The people speak
against us four times louder
than I speak. In response to
the notice, I will inform the new
president about my working
method and present my
answer. Ashish Joshi has been
raising questions about the
issues of the people, not just
against the party, but also
against the corporation. For
the past several years, he has
been the voice of the people
and has always been speaking
in the public meetings of the
corporation. Along with this,
when we tried to find out
some of the reasons behind
this notice, it was found that
Ashish Joshi, who had stood
by the victims from the
beginning in the Harni boat
accident, had not only raised

his voice against the party but
also against the corporation
for the people to get help and
justice. Along with this, he had
also made a strong
representation about not
getting help even in the flood
situation. There was also a
controversy when he slapped
the driver of the chairman of
the standing committee. Along
with this, an explanation has
been sought on the issue that
Ashish Joshi supported the
Congress' proposal for the
corporation to help the victim.

Explanation  sought
regarding support for
Congress' proposal

In a special conversation
with BJP's ward 15 corporator
Ashish Joshi in Vadodara,
Divya Bhaskar said regarding
this show-cause notice, "You
have repeatedly violated the
notice given to me by the
president of the Bharatiya
Janata Party." Along with this,
an explanation has been
sought regarding the
Congress' proposal to provide
Rs 25 lakh assistance to the
families of those who died in
the Harni boat accident.

I will present proof of the
work done in the past four
years. He said that I have all
the evidence of all the work I
have done for the people. I
will explain in this notice that
the city president may not
know all the details about the
work done in this matter and
the voice of the people. From
the beginning, I have made a
presentation on the fact that
the door-to-door vehicles in
the city were irregular, in which
thefts were happening, and
their penalties were not being
collected, pointing out the
miss points.

The
biggest reason why rainwater
was filling up inside this
extension for four days and did
not drain was that this silver
bronze was not cleaned. Even
the drains of the metropolis
have not been cleaned for the
last thirty years. I have
repeatedly drawn the
attention of the Commissioner
regarding this for the last
three months. Here, 60 to 70
MLD of water is released from
Gajwarawi daily into the open
drainage through this drain. I
have drawn the attention of
the Commissioner regarding
this for the last three months.
People are speaking to us
with four times more intensity.
In the Vishwamitri
presentation meeting, I also
stood up and said, you are
spending this twelve hundred
crore rupees but Wards 5, 14,
15 and 16 have nothing to do
with the Vishwamitri project.
We only need to clean the
silver canal and the drains of
the metropolis properly, then
there will be no waterlogging
in our area. Due to this
presentation and the fact that
the presentation was not taken
into account, I had to speak
to the Commissioner with
great intensity. I have spoken
for my people because people
are speaking to us with four
times more intensity than this
and in the Raopura assembly,
the people in the highest
society did not get flood water
assistance, which is why I had
to speak. It feels like rubbing
salt on the wounds of the
victims. He further said that he
fought for justice for the
families of the victims of the
Harani boat accident. I had
also confronted the
Commissioner on this issue.
